Martin Luther King Jr. Day Celebration

Martin Luther King, Jr. was an American clergy-

man, activist, and prominent leader in the African

-American Civil Rights Movement King's efforts 

led to the 1963 March on Washington, where 

King delivered his "I Have a Dream" speech. In 

1964, King became the youngest person to re-

ceive the Nobel Peace Prize for his work to end 

racial segregation and racial discrimination 

through civil disobedience and other nonviolent 

means. By the time of his death in 1968, he had refocused his efforts 

on ending poverty and stopping the Vietnam War. King was assassi-

nated on April 4, 1968, in Memphis, Tennessee. He was posthumous-

ly awarded the Presidential Medal of Freedom in 1977 and Congres-

sional Gold Medal in 2004; Martin Luther King, Jr. Day was estab-

lished as a U.S. federal holiday in 1986.

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God is a loving parent who calls us to holiness and 
service. Jesus invites us into discipleship and says to 
us, "Come and you will see." God, the Spirit, calls us 
into community. Paul reminds us today, we are 
"members of Christ." We are members of a church 
community and so we discern, not only as 
individuals, but as ministers in our congregation, 
members of committees, staff, etc., how we are all 
responding to Godõs call. Samuel was doing service 
in the Temple, the holiest place of worship for the 

Jewish people. But in the place one would expect visions and 
messages from God, there was silence. Was that because of the 
misconduct of the house of Eli? Or, did Eliõs infirmities have 
something to do with it? His eyes were failing him and he had other 
limitations. So, Eli was not tending the sanctuary flame, nor was he 
keeping watch by the ark where God might have spoken to him.  
 
Our reading ends by stating that Samuel, "grew up and the Lord was 
with him, not permitting any word of his to be without effect." The 
boy would mature and his name would be synonymous with wisdom. 
It was a wisdom he gained because his lifetime disposition was to try 
to stay awake and listen to Godõs Word. Which, we hope, is our 
lifetime disposition as well. What concerns does the Eli -Samuel 
incident stir up? Reflecting on Eliõs limitations and Samuel asleep in 
the Temple, we pray for God to raise up wise men and women in the 
midst of our church. May they be light keepers, so that the flame of 
God is not extinguished in our community because of indifference, 
routine, dullness of spirit, sexual scandal, or any form of obtuseness to 
Godõs Word which is alive and active among the people of God.
